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Statement from the Leader of  
Seaford Town Council,  
Councillor Jon Freeman. 
 
 
 
 
We face a difficult and uncertain future in local Government. Seaford Town 
Council receives its only funding from generating income from business 
activities such as the Golf Course and the Council Tax paid by local residents. 
No funding is paid to the town by the Government, either through subsidy or 
through the business rate levied on businesses in the town.  
 
Due to the demand for service’s which were previously provided by County 
and District Councils we need to demonstrate that we are giving everyone the 
best value for each pound we spend. As voluntary town councillors with 
limited officer staff we can only do this by working together, not only with other 
councils but also with the many excellent community organisations that work 
so hard in Seaford. Working together can make the difference. Thank you for 
all the ideas you give us.  
 
As a Town Council we are working on a Vision Plan covering the next five 
years. May I highlight five priority areas where we are making, and will 
continue to make, a difference.  
 
·  Young People - to continue to work alongside young people by 

supporting the Young Mayor and the Youth Forum.  We recognise the 
outstanding talent of our young people through our achievement awards 
scheme and other work with Seaford Head Community College. Young 
people need a “menu” of ways in which they can have a voice. We have 
backed with time and money a new football stand as well as improving 
cricket facilities. 
 

·  Seafront - we are working with the support of Seaford Community 
Partnership to re-generate our Seafront. Our partnership with the 
environment agency now means that the seafront is developing as a 
leisure area as well as maintaining sea-defences. Our route plan is now 
clear and involves all users and community groups. 
 

·  Seaford Head Golf Course - we have seen an increase this year in 
our golf course income, which we will use to re-invest in any additional 
monies on town projects. To this end we are re-building the clubhouse, 
which together with our new web site will open up the facilities for wider 
community use. 
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·  Finances - our Town Clerk Sam Shippen and Projects & Facilities 
Manager Ben King and Corporate Services Manager June Hilderly are 
tasked with continually scanning our budgets to ensure that any savings 
can be re-invested in local community facilities. 
 

·  Other Services - we are developing the Salts and the Crouch Gardens 
and re-building in partnership the gardens, play areas and football stand. 
The Crypt has been devolved back to Seaford and is being re-vitalised by 
the management committee and will play a major role in creating a cultural 
heart in the town. 

 
Apart from these 5 major areas we continue to hold our other ‘big brother’ 
councils and un-elected quangos to account by being constructive, robust and 
purposeful. Areas here include working alongside the Primary Care Trust and 
the Seniors Forum in order to secure funding so that access to local health 
services is improved so that travel to Eastbourne DGH is minimised and 
making sure we maintain good respite and day care services for older people.  
 
Everyone can rest assured that all our councillors continue to be “voluntary” 
giving their time without any payment on behalf of the Town. As a Quality 
Council I believe our staff excel in their efforts not to “tick boxes”, but to get 
things done. I would like to give thanks to all colleagues, Councillors of all 
political shades who have helped staff to cope during the year. 
 
We continue to be pleased with the development of our pioneering move to 
37, Church Street, particularly with the efforts that the CAB are making to 
cope with an ever bigger case load due to the economic situation. Our public 
meetings, particularly when concerning planning applications continue to be 
well attended. 
 
In conclusion, may I thank all of our community groups for their energy, 
experience and good humour over the past year.

Report of the Mayor, Councillor Tracy Willis 
 
The Town Council as a whole group normally meets on at least 6 occasions 
per year, during 2009/10 it has met 7 times.  
 
During the year the Council reviewed its Financial Regulations, introducing 
some changes to procedures to reflect the roles and responsibilities of officers 
and committees in relation to good practice in financial activities. 
 
The role that the public can play at meetings was formalised into a Public 
Participation Policy which sets out how and when the public and Councillors 
who have a prejudicial interest in an agenda item can speak. The facility for 
Public Participation is granted towards the start of each Council or committee 
meeting.  
 
Formal approval of the progression to planning application stage of potentially 
Seaford Town Council’s biggest project to date, the building of a new 
Clubhouse at Seaford Head Golf Course was given after being referred by 
both the Golf Course and Finance & General Purposes Committees. 
 
The Council have considered information and changes proposed in relation to 
the South Downs National Park and the Cuckmere Estuary during 2009/10, it 
is important that Councillors can receive first hand information from officers of 
other organisations where their proposals have an impact on the immediate 
area and beyond. We hope to continue as a Council to influence the decisions 
being made by others that affect our town.

During the year 2009-10, there have been several important developments in 
relation to the provision of community services in Seaford. Whilst the 
Community Services Committee’s main concern has been with services 
provided by Seaford Town Council, the committee has also taken an interest 
in services provided by other bodies, such as the Environment Agency and 
the National Health Service. 
 
The Salts 
This important open space adjoining the seafront provides facilities for the 
Rugby Club, the Cricket Club, Seaford Lifeguards and the Scouts, as well as 
tennis courts, a pitch and putt course and skateboard ramps. There is also a 
café and a children’s play area, whilst The Base provides a meeting place for 
young people. 
Given the number and range of users of the park, there is pressure on space 
and facilities. However, a number of improvements and developments have 
been made or agreed during the year.  
These include: 

·  Provision of a youth shelter adjoining the 
skateboard ramps 

·  Approval of an extension to the cricket 
pavilion 

·  Provision of a swing seat for disabled 
children in the play area 

·  Replacement of some play equipment. 
 
In the course of the year it became evident that there was significant water 
leakage from the water supply pipes serving The Salts and this has 
necessitated a survey and a programme to repair and renew these services. 
New operators have been appointed for the café and it is expected that this 
will lead to refurbishment of the building and an improved service. 
 
The Crouch 
This is another key open space which, like 
The Salts, caters for a wide range of users, 
including Seaford Town Football Club, The 
Crouch Bowling Club, The Exchange 
community garden, and the many children 
who use the play area. 
Improvements and developments made or 
agreed during the year include: 

·  Provision of a new football stand 
·  A redesign of the children’s play area 
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·  Continued progress of The Exchange community garden 
·  Development of the Peace Garden, as a joint project with Seaford 

Quakers. 
One of the most heartening developments has been the establishment of 
Friends of The Crouch, a body which brings together user groups and local 
residents.  
 
The Seafront 
The seafront is an area of considerable interest and concern to Seaford 
residents. One of the difficulties is that a number of bodies are responsible for 
different aspects of the seafront – the Environment Agency is responsible for 
the beach and sea defences, Lewes District Council for collecting litter from 
the promenade and cleaning the Martello toilets, and the Town Council for the 
shelters, public benches and beach huts. 
The Seafront Theme Group of the Seaford Community Partnership has 
brought forward some exciting ideas for the improvement of the seafront and 
these have been approved in principle by the Community Services 
Committee. 
 
The Crypt Gallery 
During the year, negotiations have 
continued with Lewes District 
Council regarding the transfer of 
ownership of The Crypt to Seaford 
Town Council. The frontage to the 
gallery is also to be transferred and 
in due course this will enable the 
gallery to expand, with a new 
“shop-front” entrance from Church 
Street.  
 
 
An enthusiastic management committee has been formed to take day-to-day 
responsibility for The Crypt and it is planned to re-open the gallery in May 
2010. 
 
Health and social care facilities 
At consecutive meetings in September and November 2009 the Community 
Services Committee considered reports on the provision of health and social 
care facilities and services in Seaford. The Town Council has been pressing 
for improved provision for several years. The Primary Care Trust has 
accepted the case for improved facilities and recognises that this will enable 
outpatient and other services to be located closer to local people. However, it 
is a cause of frustration that it is taking so long to provide better facilities and 
services for our community. 
 
At its November meeting the Community Services Committee received a 
report from the Seaford Seniors’ Forum on the uncertain future of Homefield 
Place, a well-regarded local facility for older people with mental health 
problems. The Forum was concerned that Homefield Place might be closed, 
leading to the loss of an important local service. The committee took the view 
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that services needed to be provided in a consistent and integrated way and 
urged the County Council, the Primary Care Trust and the Partnership Trust 
to work more closely together in order to ensure integrated provision of 
services in Seaford. 
 
Other facilities and services 
The Community Services Committee has responsibility for some other 
facilities and services, including the Martello Fields, the War Memorial and the 
Allotments and works closely with appropriate bodies who have a relevant 
interest in them.

Once again, Personnel issues appear to have taken priority on the F&GP 
Agenda.  During the run-up to Mike Wright’s retirement as Administration 
Manager in November we agreed that this would be a suitable opportunity to 
look at our staffing structure.  In August, we asked external consultants who 
are both working for other local councils to carry out a review of our staffing 
structure.  The report was considered at our meeting in September and the 
proposal was accepted for a Management team of four (including Fraser 
Morley at the Golf Course), with three full-time administrative assistants 
assisting with aspects of their work.  Following advertisements, we were able 
to appoint a Corporate Services Manager and a Projects & Facilities Manager.  
We welcome both June Hilderly and Ben King to complete our management 
team.  We were sorry to see Mike retire in November after 9 years with the 
Council but wish him a long and happy retirement. 
 
2009/10 was also the year in which we said goodbye to Mike Cookson, who 
had been our Internal Auditor since the Town Council started its life in 1999.  
In his place, we welcomed Paul Hartley, who has wide experience of auditing 
the accounts of local councils and we are grateful to him for his assistance 
during the past financial year. 
 
One of the matters on which our Internal Auditor commented during the year 
was the low level of the Council’s Reserves.  This was in part due to 
unexpected expenditure incurred by the Council to deal with long-standing 
damp problems at Hurdis House which became particularly noticeable after 
the building had stood empty during the winter of 2008/09.  As no budgetary 
provision had been made for the necessary repairs, it was necessary to take 
some £33,000 from the Reserves, thus reducing them to a level which is 
lower than either the Council or the Auditor would have liked. 
 
Having received advice from the Internal Auditor as to the recommended level 
of our Reserves, we decided when we considered the budget proposals for 
2010/11, mindful of the effect on local taxpayers, to build up our balances 
over a four-year period, rather than the Auditor’s suggested one-year period.  
A further change in the current year’s budget has been to merge all the 
money we give in grants (a total of some £11,000) into one grants pool and to 
invite all organisations seeking funding to apply for grants at the same time.  
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In 2009/10 grants were given either in cash or in kind to the following 
organisations:

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The Planning & Highways Committee. 
Report by Chairman  
Councillor Bob Allen. 

 
 
 

The committee met 17 times during this period and debated 163 planning 
applications. It welcomed the proposal by East Sussex County Council to 
replace temporary classroom accommodation with permanent buildings in 
Seaford schools. It is still pressing Lewes District Council for a defined 
planning policy for the former gasworks site and adjacent area to update the 
guidance of 2004. Among other notable applications was that for the former 
Annecy Convent, where the committee thought that any large development, 
whilst retaining the external features of the building would put an 
unacceptable load on the traffic in the area, a view not supported by LDC or 
ESCC highways. 
 
The loss of buildings of importance to Seaford's heritage is a constant theme 
when debating applications. In particular planning considerations were unable 
to prevent the loss of 1 Cricketfield Road, although this has resulted in the 
Museum and Heritage Society setting up a sub-group to investigate buildings 
of character in the town. Recently the Planning & Highways Committee, whilst 
not opposing the replacement of Bowden House school in principle, would like 
to see a high standard of design rather than the present proposal. 
 
Parking and speed limits have been a constant matter for debate, with some 
successes over proposals for some of the roads. Consultation has been 
carried out over proposed improvements to traffic use and parking at Sutton 
Corner. An overview and comments on local bus provision have been 
debated on several occasions, particularly with respect to the provision of 
early and late services. 
 
A bus shelter has been provided in Walmer Road. It was good news that a 
modification will be made by Network Rail to the level crossing at Tidemills; 
the committee being able to support the efforts of the Access in Seaford and 
Newhaven committee in this matter. 
 
The committee is continuing to observe where section 106 money can be 
used to improve the amenities for the town. 
 
Finally I would like to thank officers of the Council, Mike Wright and Sheila 
Lewry in supporting the work of the committee in producing minutes of the 
meetings.

By far the biggest area of activity for the Golf Course Committee in 2009/10 
has been the considerations around the replacement of the Clubhouse. The 
Committee have spent many hours listening to presentations from prospective 
contractors, comparing the plans and ideas put forward. As you will have read 
elsewhere in this Annual Report we are now working with our preferred 
contractor, local company Cheesmur to take our plans through to planning 
application. 
 
We finally launched our new website and I am pleased to report that it has 
been well received.

The addition of new winter mats is one of the improvements made in the 
maintenance of the course. Jon Linscer and his team of Greenkeepers have 
put forward plans for maintenance improvements which include additional 
treatments and the purchase of new machinery and equipment which will 
ensure that we continue to make improvements. 
 
The Committee agreed a new contract with Golf Professional, Fraser Morley 
during the year which will bring him into the Town Council Management Team 
from 1st April 2010. Fraser and his staff will continue to be at the frontline with 
Club Members and visitors making Seaford Head Golf Course an increasingly 
enjoyable experience whilst we continue to develop our clubhouse and 
course.
