Arts@theCrypt promises to be a great venture giving young people and others an 
experience in artistic pursuits. I was proud to open their first exhibition, Seaford Open, and look 
forward to further events there particularly as it is so near the Council Offices in Church Street. 

 

My charities this year are the Seaford Citizens Advice Bureau and National Coastwatch. I should 
declare an interest as I am a watch keeper with the latter organisation, keeping an eye on both 
small boats and other beach users in Seaford Bay making sure that all who use our  

wonderful coast can do so in safety. Few people realise that the Citizens Advice Bureau is not 
government funded but is dependent on charitable donations. It does valuable work in our  

community, helping those who through no fault of their own find themselves in difficulty. I admire 
the volunteers who give up their time to give advice and assistance in this way. 

 

I must  thank all the volunteer organisations who have made me so welcome at the start of my 
year of office, the Royal Society of St George, the Lions and Lionesses, Rotary, Seaford in Bloom 
to name but a few. I look forward to attending the service for Waves at the Baptist Church and at 
other times meeting and supporting all those who do so much for our community.
